(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the material, equipment, method or product as either an approved equal
or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior substance
to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same function as
that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with the
Contract;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND GOOD FAITH

Further to C3.2, Proponents, by responding to this RFP, declare that no Conflict of Interest
currently exists, or is reasonably expected to exist in the future.

Conflict of Interest means any situation or circumstance where a Proponent or Key Personnel
proposed for the Work has:

(a)other commitments;
(b)relationships;

(c)financial interests; or
(d)involvement inongoing litigation;
that could or would be seen to:

(i) exercise an improper influence over the objective, unbiased and impartial exercise of
the independent judgment of the City with respect to the evaluation of Proposals or
award of the Contract; or

(i) compromise, impair or be incompatible with the effective performance of a Proponent’s
obligations under the Contract.

(e) has contractual or other obligations to the City that could or would be seen to have been

compromised or impaired as a result of its participation in the RFP process or the Project;
or

() has knowledge of confidential information (other than confidential information disclosed by
the City in the normal course of the RFP process) of strategic and/or material relevance to
the RFP process or to the Project that is not available to other proponents and that could
or would be seen to give that Proponent an unfair competitive advantage.

WITHDRAWAL OF OFFERS

A Proponent may withdraw his/her Proposal without penalty prior to the Submission Deadline.

INTERVIEWS

The Contract Administrator may, in his/her sole discretion, interview Proponents during the
evaluation process.

NEGOTIATIONS

The City reserves the right to negotiate details of the Contract with any Proponent. Proponents
are advised to present their best offer, not a starting point for negotiations in their Proposal
Submission.

The City may negotiate with the Proponents submitting, in the City’s opinion, the most
advantageous Proposals. The City may enter into negotiations with one or more Proponents
without being obligated to offer the same opportunity to any other Proponents. Negotiations
may be concurrent and will involve each Proponent individually. The City shall incur no liability
to any Proponent as a result of such negotiations.

If, in the course of negotiations pursuant to B17.2, the Proponent amends or modifies a
Proposal after the Submission Deadline, the City may consider the amended Proposal as an
alternative to the Proposal already submitted without releasing the Proponent from the Proposal
as originally submitted.

EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D11 In addition to the General Conditions for the Supply of Goods, these Supplemental Conditions
are applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. UNFAIR LABOUR PRACTICES

D2.1 Further to C3.2, the Contractor declares that in bidding for the work and in entering into this
contract, he and his subcontractors conduct their respective business in accordance with
established international codes as they relate to child and forced labour embodied in United
Nations (UN) and International Labour Organization (ILO) conventions as ratified by Canada.

D2.2 The Contractor shall forfeit all claims under the Contract as well as refund to the City any
monies paid to him, beyond his actual proven expenses for work done, if this declaration is
shown to be false.

D3. SCOPE OF WORK

D3.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of two (2) phases as follows:
(a) Phase One (1) shall be the testing and evaluation of the fire nozzles.

(b) Phase Two (2) shall consist of the supply and delivery of fire nozzles deemed to be the most
advantageous by the Winnipeg Fire Paramedic Service based upon the results of Phase
One (1).

D3.2 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the supply and delivery of fire nozzles .

Version 1 — If this is a standing order contract attach the sentence below to D3.1 and include D3.2.1 and
D3.2.2.

for the period from the date of award until October 31, 2021, with the option of four (4) mutually
agreed upon one (1) year extensions.

SPEC NOTE: Revise the number days in D2.1.1 as necessary 60, 75, or 90 to allow for the process of
extentions.

D3.2.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Proponent within ninety (90) Calendar
Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Proponent as a result of such negotiations.

D3.2.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on November 15t of the
respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

D3.2.3 Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative
procurement initiatives with other levels of government. Accordingly, extensions to this
Contract may not be exercised.
