PART E — SPECIFICATIONS

Clarification of E6.7 and Schedules E001-0003:

E6.7 and Schedules E001-E003 identify the preliminary work schedules for reference. These schedules are not final and
were included to illustrate the expected timeframe of the work to be performed.

The actual schedule, including the sequencing and grouping of work, will be prepared once the contract has been
awarded and updated as the work progresses. The schedules will be prepared in collaboration with the Contractor, the
City, the Contract Administrator and in some cases, Manitoba Hydro. However, it is expected that the Contractor will
provide an adequate number of qualified personnel in order to meet the timeframe of the preliminary schedules (E001-
E003).

It is anticipated that unforeseen events will occur, and the Contractor must be flexible to allow adjustments to the schedule
and manpower as required. Additional time and shutdowns requested by the Contractor will be considered on a case-by-
case basis. Lack of sufficient Contractor resources or poor scheduling by the Contractor will not be acceptable rationale
for schedule extensions.

Add: E2.3 The guardrail near the Hurst Pumping Station 4160V motor starters is not currently of
sufficient height. The City will be responsible for providing temporary guardrail
extensions or other modifications as required to provide a safe working environment
around the 4160V motor starters.
