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PART B – BIDDING PROCEDURES 

ADD B12.: NEGOTIATIONS 

B12.1 The City reserves the right to negotiate details of the Contract with any Bidder.  Bidders are advised to 
present their best offer, not a starting point for negotiations in their Bid Submission. 

B12.2 The City may negotiate with the Bidders submitting, in the City’s opinion, the most advantageous Bids.  
The City may enter into negotiations with one or more Bidders without being obligated to offer the same 
opportunity to any other Bidders.  Negotiations may be concurrent and will involve each Bidder 
individually.  The City shall incur no liability to any Bidder as a result of such negotiations.  

B12.3 If, in the course of negotiations pursuant to B12.2 or otherwise, the Bidder amends or modifies a Bid after 
the Submission Deadline, the City may consider the amended Bid as an alternative to the Bid already 
submitted without releasing the Bidder from the Bid as originally submitted.
