D11  PERFORMANCE SECURITY

D11.1 The Contractor shall provide and maintain performance security for two months following the expiration of
the contract in the form of:

(a) a performance bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in Manitoba, in the form
attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H1: Performance Bond), in the amount of Fifty Percent
(50%) of the total Minimum Annual Guaranteed Payment; or

(b) anirrevocable standby letter of credit issued by a bank or other financial institution registered to conduct
business in Manitoba and drawn on a branch located in Winnipeg, in the form attached to these
Supplemental Conditions (Form H2: Irrevocable Standby Letter of Credit), in the amount of Fifty Percent
(50%) of the total Minimum Annual Guaranteed Payment; or

(c) a certified cheque or draft payable to “The City of Winnipeg”, drawn on a bank or other financial institution
registered to conduct business in Manitoba, in the amount of Fifty Percent (50%) of the total Minimum
Annual Guaranteed Payment.

D11.1.1 Where the performance security is in the form of a certified cheque or draft, it will be deposited by the City.
The City will not pay any interest on certified cheques or drafts furnished as performance security.

D11.2 The Contractor shall provide the City Solicitor with the required performance security within seven (7) Calendar
