E2.3 Goods shall be UL (Underwriters Laboratories Inc) or CSA (Canadian Standards Association)
certified and labelled with the nameplate that affirms the electrical conformance. Should the
equipment not meet the above certification the Bidder will be required to have the lathe
approved by the Manitoba Department of Labour at their expense.

E3. TRAINING

E3.1 The Bidder shall provide, at their expense, two (2) hours of operational and maintenance
training by qualified staff for the City of Winnipeg personnel. The training shall be conducted in a
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combined session for each group of personnel. The one (1) session shall be sufficient to
provide adequate familiarization and orientation on the equipment, to the satisfaction of the
Contract Administrator.

For the purpose of warranty / equipment repairs, the City requires a service technician and
facility to be located within fifteen (15) km of the boundaries of the City of Winnipeg. The
technician and facility, or portions thereof, shall be dedicated to the service and maintenance of
the type equipment being offered. Upon request of the Contract Administrator the Bidders shall
provide within three (3) Business days a description of the number of qualified service staff,
years of service experience, service facility including, but not limited to general service
capabilities.

DEMONSTRATION OF PRODUCT

Upon a request from the Contract Administrator the Bidder will have five (5) Calendar Days to
arrange a demonstration of the equipment proposed in their Bid.

The Bidder shall arrange for the delivery and pick up of the equipment at the site.

The demonstration shall take no longer than four (4) hours, for the Contract Administrator
or his/her designate to evaluate the equipment.

MANUALS

The Contractor shall insure the following manuals be supplied with each of the items when
delivered, and shall contain a section in English:

(a) operator's manual - one (1) set required; and

(b) parts and service manuals, including preventative maintenance schedules for the life of the
unit(s) - one (1) set required for each unit.

PERFORMANCE RELIABILITY

The responsibility for the design of the complete unit, its performance and reliability shall rest
upon the Contractor.

The term “repeat failures” as used herein is defined to mean that the same component,
subassembly, or assembly develops repeated defects, breakdowns and/or malfunctions rendering
the unit inoperative, or required repeated shop correction, service and/or replacement during the
warranty period applicable for said component, subassembly, or assembly. Minor items or
ordinary service adjustments are not included, or considered under the scope of “repeated
failures”, as well as other factors, such as operational damage due to accidents, misuse or lack of
proper maintenance, service and lubrication attention by not following the manufacturer’'s
preventative maintenance schedules.

Where the unit develops “repeated failures” in service, the Contractor shall make any necessary
engineering changes, repairs, alterations or modifications in order to guarantee reliability of
performance.
