1 INTRODUCTION

The objective of the WSTP Design Standards is to guide all project participants in the
design and construction of wastewater treatment facilities. The WSTP Design
Standards consist of three components:

e Design Guidelines
e Standards

e Standard Specifications

A description of each of the components is provided in the following sections.

Any proposed work that deviates from the WSTP Design Standards must be clearly
identified to the City Project Manager, with justification for the deviation. The work shall
not proceed until written approval of the deviation is received from the City Project
Manager.

The WSTP Design Standards are not intended to replace or supersede applicable
codes or regulations. In the event of a potential conflict between the WSTP Design
Guidelines and application regulations, the City’s Project Manager shall be advised.
