SUBMISSION DEADLINE
The Submission Deadline is 4:00 p.m. Winnipeg time, April 28, 2015.

Bids determined by the Manager of Materials to have been received later than the Submission
Deadline will not be accepted and will be returned upon request.

The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1.

ENQUIRIES
All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D3.1.

If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or is unsure of the
meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract
Administrator of the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the
Submission Deadline.

If the Bidder is unsure of the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder should
request clarification as to the meaning or intent prior to the Submission Deadline.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a
correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not
require a correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry.

The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to
B3 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

CONFIDENTIALITY

Information provided to a Bidder by the City or acquired by a Bidder by way of further enquiries
or through investigation is confidential. Such information shall not be used or disclosed in any
way without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator. The use and
disclosure of the confidential information shall not apply to information which:

(&) was known to the Bidder before receipt hereof; or

(b) becomes publicly known other than through the Bidder; or

(c) is disclosed pursuant to the requirements of a governmental authority or judicial order.
The Bidder shall not make any statement of fact or opinion regarding any aspect of the Bid

Opportunity to the media or any member of the public without the prior written authorization of
the Contract Administrator.

ADDENDA

The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission deadline, issue addenda
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or clarifying the meaning or
intent of any provision therein.

The Bidder is responsible for ensuring that he/she has received all addenda and is advised
to check the Materials Management Division website for addenda regularly and shortly
before the Submission Deadline, as may be amended by addendum.

The Bidder shall acknowledge receipt of each addendum in Paragraph 8 of Form A: Bid.
Failure to acknowledge receipt of an addendum may render a Bid non-responsive.

SUBSTITUTES

The Work is based on the materials, equipment, methods and products specified in the Bid
Opportunity.

Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least seven (7) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(8) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the material, equipment, method or product as either an approved
equal or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders. The Bidder requesting and
obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminating information
regarding the approval to any person or persons he/she wishes to inform.

If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder may use
the approved equal in place of the specified item.

If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder
bidding that approved alternative may base his/her Total Bid Price upon the specified item but
may also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative. Such alternatives
will be evaluated in accordance with B15.

No later claim by the Contractor for an addition to the price(s) because of any other changes in
the Work necessitated by the use of an approved equal or an approved alternative will be
considered.

Notwithstanding B6.2 to B6.9, and in accordance with B7.7, deviations inconsistent with the Bid
Opportunity document shall be evaluated in accordance with B15.1(a).

BID SUBMISSION

Paragraph 2 of Form A: Bid shall be completed in accordance with the following requirements:

(a) if the Bidder is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his/her own name, his/her name
shall be inserted,;

(b) if the Bidder is a partnership, the full name of the partnership shall be inserted;
(c) if the Bidder is a corporation, the full name of the corporation shall be inserted;

(d) if the Bidder is carrying on business under a name other than his/her own, the business
name and the name of every partner or corporation who is the owner of such business
name shall be inserted.

If a Bid is submitted jointly by two or more persons, each and all such persons shall identify
themselves in accordance with B8.2.

PRICES

The Bidder shall state a price in Canadian funds for each item of the Work identified on Form B:

Prices on Form B: Prices shall include:

(d) Provincial and Federal taxes [except the Goods and Services Tax (GST) and
Manitoba Retail Sales Tax (MRST, also known as PST), which shall be extra where
applicable] and all charges governmental or otherwise paid;

(e) profit and all compensation which shall be due to the Contractor for the Work and all
risks and contingencies connected therewith.

Prices on Form B: Prices shall not include Environmental Handling Charges (EHC) or fees,
which shall be extra where applicable.

The quantities listed on Form B: Prices are to be considered approximate only. The City will
use said quantities for the purpose of comparing Bids.

The quantities for which payment will be made to the Contractor are to be determined by the
Work actually performed and completed by the Contractor, to be measured as specified in the
applicable Specifications.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT MECHANISM

Prices shall be fixed for the duration of the Contract:

(&) Notwithstanding the foregoing, Items 1 to 13 shall be effective the first Calendar Day of
each month. The propane price portion of each Unit Price shall be increased or decreased
in an amount equal to the cumulative increase or decrease in the Reference Price for the
Reference Date/Time Period specified on Form N: Price Adjustment Mechanism, to the
Reference Price for the Reference Date/Time Period corresponding to the effective date of
the change.

Example: if the Unit Prices for April 1, 2015 are calculated from the
Reference Price on March 20, 2015; the change in Unit Prices for
July 1, 2015 will be calculated from the cumulative change in the
Reference Price from March 20, 2015 to June 20, 2015;

(b) All Unit Prices shall be increased or decreased in accordance with directly applicable
increases or decreases in Federal or Manitoba taxes.
The Reference Benchmark shall:

(&) be a benchmark or index which is directly related to the cost or the fair market price of
propane in Winnipeg;

(b) not be controlled solely or primarily (more than fifty percent (50%), by the Bidder;

(c) be able to be verified through independent sources;

(d) be provided to the Contract Administrator in sufficient time to allow The Contract
Administrator to provide notice of at least three (3) Business Days prior to the period for
which the price change will apply;

(e) be determinable. Conditions such as “to be determined” or “to be negotiated” will be
deemed non-responsive.

The Bidder shall submit, at the request of the Contract Administrator, a written record of
the proposed index for a least the most recent twelve (12) month period available.

Unless otherwise stipulated by the Bidder in his Bid:

(a) for Iltem No. 1, all price adjustment calculations will be rounded to the nearest thousandth
of a dollar per litre ($0.001/L); and

(b) for Items No. 2 to 13, all price adjustment calculations shall be based on the nominal
number of litres per cylinder shown on Form B: Prices for each cylinder size, and shall be
rounded to the nearest hundredth of a dollar per cylinder ($0.01/cylinder).

The Contractor shall notify the Contract Administrator in writing, of any change in the Unit Prices
or known changes in taxes no later than three (3) Business Days prior to the effective date of
the change.

The Contractor shall notify the Contract Administrator, in writing, of any changes in taxes, not
reportable in accordance with B10.4, as soon as practicable after they become known.

The Contractor shall, upon request, supply evidence, satisfactory to the Contract Administrator,
of any changes in the Reference Price upon which changes in the Unit Prices are based.

QUALIFICATION

The Bidder shall:

(&) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Bidder
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Bidder does carry on
business; and

(b) be financially capable of carrying out the terms of the Contract; and

(c) have all the necessary experience, capital, organization, and equipment to perform the
Work in strict accordance with the terms and provisions of the Contract.

The Bidder and any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be
subcontracted to them) shall:

(a) be responsible and not be suspended, debarred or in default of any obligations to the City.
A list of suspended or debarred individuals and companies is available on the Information

The Bidder and/or any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be
subcontracted to them) shall:

(&) have successfully carried out work similar in nature, scope and value to the Work; and

(b) be fully capable of performing the Work required to be in strict accordance with the terms
and provisions of the Contract; and

(c) have a written workplace safety and health program, if required, pursuant to The
Workplace Safety and Health Act (Manitoba);

The Bidder shall submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the Contract
Administrator, proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator of the qualifications of the Bidder
and of any proposed Subcontractor.

The Bidder shall provide, on the request of the Contract Administrator, full access to any of the
Bidder's equipment and facilities to confirm, to the Contract Administrator’s satisfaction, that the
Bidder's equipment and facilities are adequate to perform the Work.

OPENING OF BIDS AND RELEASE OF INFORMATION
Bids will not be opened publicly.

After award of Contract, the name(s) of the successful Bidder(s) and the Contract amount(s) will
be available on the Closed Bid Opportunities (or Public/Posted Opening & Award Results) page

The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid may be released if required by
City policy or procedures, by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act
(Manitoba), by other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law.

IRREVOCABLE BID

The Bid(s) submitted by the Bidder shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in
Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid.

The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work for
the time period specified in Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid.

WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

A Bidder may withdraw his/her Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline.

Notwithstanding C21, the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid shall be
the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials.

The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A:
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid, and
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal.

If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of
Materials will:

(a) retain the Bid until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed;

(b) open the Bid to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid and
the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid; and

(c) if the notice has been given by any one of the persons specified in B14.1.3(b), declare
the Bid withdrawn.

A Bidder who withdraws his/her Bid after the Submission Deadline but before his/her Bid has
been released or has lapsed as provided for in B13.2 shall be liable for such damages as are
imposed upon the Bidder by law and subject to such sanctions as the Chief Administrative
Officer considers appropriate in the circumstances. The City, in such event, shall be entitled to
all rights and remedies available to it at law.

EVALUATION OF BIDS

Award of the Contract shall be based on the following bid evaluation criteria:

(a) compliance by the Bidder with the requirements of the Bid Opportunity, or acceptable
deviation therefrom (pass/fail);

(b) qualifications of the Bidder and the Subcontractors, if any, pursuant to B11 (pass/fail);
(c) Total Bid Price;

(d) economic analysis of any approved alternative pursuant to B6.

(e) costs to the City of administering multiple contracts.

Further to B15.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Bid as being non-responsive if the Bid
Submission is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or
other irregularities. The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Bid, or waive technical
requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests of the City so require.

Further to B15.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does
not demonstrate, in his/her Bid or in other information required to be submitted, that he/she is
responsible and qualified.

Further to B15.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the sum of quantities multiplied by the unit
prices for each item shown on Form B:Prices.

Prices on Form B: Prices shall be as would be in effect on April 1, 2010 if this Contract
were in effect on that date, for purposes of comparing Bids, and shall be relative to the
Reference Benchmark, Reference Price and Reference Date/Time Period on Form N:
Price Adjustment Mechanism.

The estimated unit prices during the term of the Contract shall be based on the unit prices
bid and the price adjustment mechanism(s) proposed by the Bidder. Differing price
adjustment mechanisms will be evaluated by comparing their historical data and/or
resultant extrapolations.

If there is any discrepancy between the Total Bid Price written in figures, the Total Bid
Price written in words and the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each
item, the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item shall take
precedence.

Further to B15.1(a), in the event that a unit price is not provided on Form B: Prices, the City
may determine the unit price by dividing the Amount (extended price) by the approximate
guantity, for the purposes of evaluation and payment.

This Contract will be awarded as a whole.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be
made.

The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the
Bidders are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Bids are determined to be
responsive.

Without limiting the generality of B16.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract
where:

(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work;
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past;

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a
significant portion thereof, with its own forces;

(d) only one Bid is received; or
(e) inthe judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served
by not awarding a Contract.

Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible
and qualified Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid, in accordance with B15.

Following the award of contract, a Bidder will be provided with information related to the
evaluation of his/her Bid upon written request to the Contract Administrator.

Notwithstanding C4 and Paragraph 6 of Form A:Bid, the City may issue a purchase order to the
successful Bidder in lieu of the execution of a Contract.

The Contract Documents, as defined in C1.1(n)(ii), in their entirety shall be deemed to be
incorporated in and to form a part of the purchase order notwithstanding that they are not
necessarily attached to or accompany said purchase order.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

In addition to the General Conditions for the Supply of Goods, these Supplemental Conditions
are applicable to the Work of the Contract.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the Supply and Delivery of Propane for
the period from July 1, 2015 until June 30, 2018, with the option of two (2) mutually agreed upon
one (1) year extensions.

The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within sixty (60) Calendar
Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on the anniversary date
of the respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the
Contractor without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

The Contractor shall have exclusive rights to all of the used propane tanks dropped off at the
Brady Road Landfill located at 1901 Brady Road. The City undertakes no responsibility for
propane tanks removed by other parties nor assures the presence of used propane tanks

(&) The Contractor may pick-up all used propane tanks in the Recycling area on a weekly
basis;
