If there
is the requirement to modify the A/C or access area, there shall be a Change in Work as
specified in the General Conditions for Construction C7 Changes in Work.

Existing Display Board — This section details the specifications of the removal and
disposal of the existing LED scoreboard located in the competition pool at Pan Am Pool.
This includes everything required to complete this removal.

The Contractor shall be responsible for structural modifications related to mounting and
anchoring of the new video display board. If extraneous structural issues are
encountered or discovered during the structural engineering review there shall be a
Change in Work as specified in the General Conditions for Construction C7, Changes in
Work, and costs shall be covered by the City of Winnipeg.
