D6.1 The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator with
evidence thereof upon request.

CONTRACTOR’S SCHEDULE FOR SECURITY

D7. CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY OVER THE WORK

D7.1 The Winnipeg Transit Department is concerned over the growing potential for
counterfeiting/illegal reproduction of Transit Bus Passes.

D7.2 All materials associated with the City of Winnipeg bilingual transit bus passes shall be the
property of the City of Winnipeg.

D7.7 When not being worked on, work in progress shall be placed in a secure area with accessibility
limited to authorized personnel. Upon completion, all goods shall be placed in a secure area
until delivery is mode to Garry Street Transit Service Centre.

D7.8 All overruns, samples or surplus stock associated with the production of the transit bus passes
shall be accounted for and stored in a secure area at the Contractor’s plant, with limited
accessibility, and shall remain at the Contractor’s plant until the Contract Administrator has
been advised and has instructed the Contractor as to its disposition.
