SERVICE FACILITY

For the purpose of warranty repairs, the Bidder shall have an authorized service facility located within 10 km of
the boundaries of the City of Winnipeg. The facility, or a portion thereof, shall be dedicated to the service and
maintenance of the type equipment being offered. Further to 9.1, Bidders shall provide a description of the
service facility including, but not limited to, number of qualified service staff, years of service experience, and
general service capabilities within three (3) Business Days upon request of the Contract Administrator.

If a suitable warranty facility is not available within 10 km of the boundaries of the City of Winnipeg, the Bidder
may propose that the Winnipeg Fire Department’'s Emergency Mechanical Services Garage perform warranty
work. Any Work performed by the Winnipeg Fire Department's Emergency Mechanical Services Garage shall be
charged to the Contractor at the Fire Department’s shop rate in effect at the time the work is performed (for
example, shop rate for 2019: $109.00/hour and $154.00/hour for overtime and callout).
