Add: D15.2 The Contractor shall confirm each delivery with the Contract Administrator or his/her 
designate, at least two (2) Business Days before delivery. 

Add: D15.3 Goods shall be delivered between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. on Business Days. 

Add: D15.4 The Contractor shall off-load the Goods as directed at the delivery location. 

PART E – SPECIFICATIONS 

Replace  E2.1 The Contractor shall plan, supply, configure, and install pallet racking, as well as 
dismantle and re-configure existing static shelving in the Elections storage area, to 
maximize storage capacity for election supplies at the Corporate Records Centre at Unit 
5 - 1450 Mountain Avenue in accordance with the requirements specified in With 
Appendix A - Pallet & Static Shelving Option 1 R1.pdf  

Add: E2.2 The Contractor shall install 3 levels of pallet racking, according to configuration 
specifications in E2.3, E2.4, E2.5, E2.6, and Appendix A - Pallet & Static Shelving Option 
1 R1.pdf  

Add: E2.3 Pallet racking shall accommodate pallet dimensions of 48”D x 40”W x 48”H, minimum 
weight capacity of 2500 lbs per pallet, and overall capacity shall be storage of 123 
pallets. 

Add: E2.4 Pallet racking configuration shall be as follows: 

  a. Pallet racking shall be comprised of 3 areas identified for the installation: 

   i. Area 1 not to exceed 27’ 3” in length and 22’ in height. 

   ii. Area 2 not to exceed 36’ 2” in length and 22’ in height. 
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   iii. Area 3 not to exceed 96’ in length and 22’ in height.
