Al: No, the Proponents cannot modify Form B:Prices.Proponents shall provide prices for all Items listed on
Form B: Prices in accordance with B9. More detail on the licensing may be included within the proposal
submission.

Form B - Item #3 — Can the City confirm that item #3 in Form B is to include 5 years of software maintenance
beyond the first year software purchase price?

A2: In accordance with D3.5, “All maintenance and support agreements are to begin upon Contract
Administrator acceptance of completion of go-live cutover”. The 5 years of software maintenance
commences with completion of go-live cutover and covers a period of 5 years from that date (which
includes the first year).
