PART D - SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Construction, these Supplemental Conditions are
applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. FORM OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

D2.1 Notwithstanding C4.1(c) and C4.4, the Contract Documents will be provided to the Contractor
electronically and there will be no requirement for execution and return to the City by the
Contractor. Accordingly, the provisions under C4.4(a) and C4.4(b) are no longer applicable.

D3. SCOPE OF WORK

D3.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the renewal of the Clifton Street water
main from Portage Avenue to Wolever Avenue, the renewal of the Isabel Street water main from
Ross Avenue to mid-block south of Bannatyne Avenue, the renewal of the Main Street water
main from Graham Avenue to York Avenue.

D3.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:
(@) Installation of approximately 1,400 metres of 100mm to 350mm diameter PVC water main

by trenchless methods;

(b) Abandonment or removal of existing water mains, hydrants, and gate valves;
(c) Installation of gate valves and hydrant assemblies;
(d) Reconnection or renewal of water services connections; and
(e) Restoration of pavement and boulevard areas.

D4. SITE INVESTIGATION DUE DILIGENCE AND RISK

D4.1 Notwithstanding C3.1, the Contractor acknowledges that the site investigation reports and other

site information included in this Tender have been provided to it and may be relied upon by the
Contractor to the extent that the Contractor uses Good Industry Practice in interpreting such
report(s) and site information and carries out the Work in accordance with Good Industry
Practice based upon such report(s) and the information contained in them and such other site
information. In the event that a site condition related to:

(@) the location of any utility which can be determined from the records or other information
available at the offices of any public authority or person, including a municipal corporation
and any board or commission thereof, having jurisdiction or control over the utility;

(b) the Site conditions, including but not limited to subsurface hazardous materials or other
concealed physical conditions;

(c) the location, nature, quality or quantity of the materials to be removed or to be employed in
the performance of the Work;

(d) the nature, quality or quantity of the Plant needed to perform the Work;

(e) all matters concerning access to the Site, power supplies, location of existing services,
utilities or materials necessary for the completion of the Work; and

(f all other matters which could in any way affect the performance of the Work;

that could not have been “properly inferable”, “readily apparent” and readily discoverable” using
Good Industry Practice by the Contractor, results in additional Work which is a direct result of
this newly discovered site condition, such additional Work will be considered by the City under
Changes in Work.

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D8.3 Upon request from the Contract Administrator, the Contractor shall provide disclosure of the
sources (by company and country) of the raw materials used in the Work and a description of
the manufacturing environment or processes (labour unions, minimum wages, safety, etc.).

D8.4 Failure to provide the evidence required under D8.3, may be determined to be an event of
default in accordance with C18.

D8.5 In the event that the City, in its sole discretion, determines the Contractor to have violated the
requirements of this section, it will be considered a fundamental breach of the Contract and the
Contractor shall pay to the City a sum specified by the Contract Administrator in writing (“Unfair
Labour Practice Penalty”). Such a violation shall also be considered an Event of Default, and
shall entitle the City to pursue all other remedies it is entitled to in connection with same
pursuant to the Contract.

D8.5.1 The Unfair Labour Practice Penalty shall be such a sum as determined appropriate by the
City, having due regard to the gravity of the Contractor’s violation of the above
requirements, any cost of obtaining replacement goods/ services or rectification of the
breach, and the impact upon the City’s reputation in the eyes of the public as a result of
same.

A Contractor, who fails to provide a satisfactory COR Certificate or Annual Letter of
good Standing, will not be permitted to continue to perform any Work.

D12. INSURANCE

D12.1  The Contractor shall provide and maintain the following insurance coverage:

(@) commercial general liability insurance, in the amount of at least two million dollars
($2,000,000.00) inclusive, with The City of Winnipeg added as an additional insured, with a
cross-liability clause, such liability policy to also contain contractual liability, unlicensed
motor vehicle liability, non-owned automobile liability, broad form property damage cover
and products and completed operations, to remain in place at all times during the
performance of the Work and throughout the warranty period;

Bond), in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; and

TOTAL PERFORMANCE

The Contractor shall achieve Total Performance within sixty-five (65) consecutive Working Days
of the commencement of the Work as specified in D17, or by October, 13, 2023, whichever
occurs first.

When the Contractor or the Contract Administrator considers the Work to be totally performed,
the Contractor shall arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract
Administrator for purposes of verifying Total Performance.

Traffic Control on Non-Regional Streets during construction shall be as follows:

(&) Maintain one lane of traffic with street signed as “Road Closed — No Exit”;

(b) Intersecting streets and private approaches will be maintained at all times; and

(c) Bus traffic will be maintained at all times.

The Contractor will have access to the open lanes(s) of traffic provided flag persons are used in

accordance with the most current edition of The City of Winnipeg Manual for Temporary Traffic
Control on City Streets to maintain traffic safety.

Further to Section 3.6 of CW 1130, the Contractor shall maintain safe pedestrian crossing at
intersections at all times. If possible, only one pedestrian crossing at an intersection is to be
blocked by construction at any one time. If more than one pedestrian crossing is blocked by
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construction at an intersection at the same time, the Contractor shall provide flag persons to
safely escort pedestrians across the intersection. The Contractor shall leave pedestrian
crossing locations safe and free of equipment that may hamper pedestrians when no
construction activities are being performed at a particular crossing location.

D25.9  The Contractor shall not park company or private vehicles inside the barricaded work zone in a
manner that will block sightlines for vehicles and pedestrians approaching and crossing.

PROTECTION OF EXISTING TREES

Take the following precautionary steps to prevent damage from construction activities to
existing boulevard trees within the limits of the construction area. Contact the City of Winnipeg
Forestry Branch at 204-986-2004 if you require further information on these specifications:

(a) For trees greater than 100 mm in diameter, attach wood strapping material having a
minimum thickness of 25 millimetres and minimum length of 2440 millimetres around tree
trunks in a manner that will not harm the trees. Do not use nails or other fasteners that
penetrate into trees. The width of strapping should suit the size of the tree being protected.
Length of strapping may be reduced to suit tree being protected as approved by the
Contract Administrator.

(b) For trees less than 100 mm in diameter, install snow fencing around the tree to a 2.0 meter
radius complete with installation hardware. The 2.0 meter radius of the snow fencing may
be reduced to suit the tree being protected as approved by the Contract Administrator.

(c) Operation of equipment within the dripline of the trees shall be kept to the minimum
required to perform the work. Equipment shall not be parked, repaired, refueled,;
construction materials shall not be stored, and earth materials shall not be stockpiled within
the driplines of the trees. The dripline of a tree shall be considered to be the ground
surface directly beneath the tips of its outermost branches. The Contractor shall ensure
that the operations do not cause flooding or sediment deposit on areas where trees are
located.

(d) Repair, replace and maintain tree protection material during construction of the Work.

(e) Remove snow fencing and strapping material without harming trees as soon as the
construction and restoration work is complete.

Obtain approval from the Contract Administrator to excavate within 2.0 meters of a tree.

Excavate in a manner to minimize damage to root systems. Keep exposed roots in excavations
and trenches moist or shaded.

Prune exposed roots with equipment such as trenchers, chain saws, root cutters or other
methods acceptable to the Contract Administrator in a manner that will leave a neat, clean root
end.

Take precautions to ensure tree limbs overhanging the Site are not damaged by construction
equipment. Consult the Forestry Branch on pruning of overhanging or damaged limbs and
branches and other unanticipated problems with trees during construction of the Works.

EIm trees are not to be pruned between April 1stand August 1stunder provisions of The Dutch
Elm Disease Act.

All damage to existing trees caused by the Contractor’s activities shall be repaired as required
by the Contract Administrator and the Forestry Branch. Damages must be repaired by an
individual with a Manitoba Arborist license or by the Forestry Branch.

The Forestry Branch will remove and replace any trees deemed to have died or that are dying
due to damage from carelessness during construction. Removal and replacement costs will be
determined by size and market price. The market price will be a comparable transplantable tree
of the same or different species or may be the appraised value of the existing tree, as
determined by an evaluation procedure presently used by Forestry Branch in conjunction with
City Claims Branch. The evaluation procedure is in accordance with current International
Society of Arboriculture evaluation procedure.

Protection of existing trees, repair of trees and pruning of damaged limbs will not be measured
for payment and will be included with Underground or Surface Works. Removal and
replacement of existing trees by the Forestry Branch deemed to have died or that are dying due
to damage from carelessness during construction will be at the contractor’s cost and will be
invoiced or deducted from any payments owing.

(2) metres in width and be kept clear of any obstructions from both construction
activities and existing features such as benches, garbage cans, etc.

(i)  Atlocations on the west side of Main Street where the entire width of the sidewalk
will require excavation for underground installations, the Contractor shall perform
this work during evening hours or on weekends.

(i)  Pedestrians will not at any time be re-routed onto the traffic lanes on Main Street
without consulting the Contract Administrator prior to setting up a temporary corridor
on to the street. Wheelchair access is required for whatever configuration of
pedestrian corridor is used.

(iv)  Access to all building entrances will be maintained at all times.

(v) Street crossings for Graham Avenue, St Mary Avenue, and York Avenue can be re-
routed several meters west where required but must be clearly marked for
pedestrians to cross, and be accessible by wheelchair. Where the Contract
Administrator feels a crossing is unsafe due to excavations in the road or sidewalk,
the Contractor will be required to provide a flag person to assist pedestrians across
the road until the excavations can be restored to a safe condition.

PARTIAL SLAB PATCHES

Partial Slab Patches shall be constructed, measured and paid for as per CW 3230 except that
no differentiation will be made for class of patch. Furthermore, no sperate measurement or
payment will be made for Drilled Dowels or Tie Bars, the cost for which shall be included in the
prices bid for Partial Slab Patches.

MISCELLANEOUS CONCRETE SLAB RENEWALS — SIDEWALKS

Construct miscellaneous concrete slab renewals in accordance with CW 3235. Miscellaneous
concrete slab renewals for sidewalk and monolithic median slab shall be measured on an area
basis and paid for at the Contract Unit Price per square metre for “Miscellaneous Concrete Slab
Renewals — Sidewalk (SD-228A)” and “Miscellaneous Concrete Slab Renewals — Monolithic
Median Slab (SD-226A)” respectively, in Form B of the Bid Submission.

CONCRETE CURB RENEWALS

Construct concrete curb renewals in accordance with CW 3240. Concrete curb renewal shall be
measured on a length basis and paid for at the Contract Unit Price per metre for “Concrete Curb
Renewal” in Form B of the Bid Submission.

WATER SERVICE INTERRUPTIONS TO BUSINESSES, SCHOOLS AND APARTMENT
BUILDINGS

Further to CW 1120 clause 3.6, the Contractor shall be required to work evenings, nights, and
weekends where required to minimize water service interruptions on this project.

The Contractor shall work closely with the Contract Administrator and the City to coordinate
service connections and tie-ins to minimize the disruption of water service to all properties in the
area. The Contractor shall contact the affected buildings a minimum of five (5) business days
prior to any scheduled service interruption and coordinate any required shutdown.

Works on Clifton Street will impact service to Isaac Brock School. No disruptions of water
service will be permitted to the school during normal hours of operation.

Works on Main Street will impact the Humphry Inn & Suites and other multi-storey commercial
properties. Further to CW 1120 clause 3.6.4, adequately sized temporary pressurized water
supply shall mean sized such that water pressure is maintained on all floors of the property.

Contractor shall be required to submit a work plan to the Contract Administrator seven (7)
calendar days prior to any construction activities to illustrate how the work will be performed to
minimize or eliminate water shut downs for this project. The plan will be reviewed by the
Contract Administrator and revised by the Contractor as required.

No additional payment shall be made for measures taken to minimize water service disruptions.

CONNECTING TO EXISTING WATER SERVICES
This specification shall amend Clause 4.22 of CW 2110.

Connecting to existing lead water services will be measured and paid for in accordance with
Clause 4.13 of CW 2110, “Connecting Existing Copper Water Services to New Water Main” for
each connection made, regardless of the material of the existing water service being connected
to. Connecting to existing lead water services will not be included in the installation of a curb
stop.

TRAFFIC CONTROL

In accordance with the Manual of Temporary Traffic Control on City Streets (MTTC), the
Contract Administrator shall make arrangements with the Traffic Services Branch of the City of
Winnipeg to place, maintain, and remove all regulatory signs and traffic control devices
authorized and/or required by the Traffic Management Branch in the following situations:

(@) Parking restrictions,

(b) Stopping restrictions,

(c) Turn restrictions,

(d) Diamond lane removal,

(e) Full or directional closures on a Regional Street,
(f) Traffic routed across a median,

(g) Full or directional closure of a non-regional street where there is a requirement for
regulatory signs (turn restrictions, bus stop relocations, etc.) to implement the closure.

(h) Approved Designated Construction Zones with a temporary posted speed limit reduction.
Traffic Services will be responsible for placing all of the advance signs and '‘Construction
Ends' (TC-4) signs. The Contractor is still responsible for all other temporary traffic control
including but not limited to barricades, barrels and tall cones.

Further to E11.1(c), the Contractor shall make arrangement with the Traffic Services Branch of
the City of Winnipeg to supply regulatory signs as required.
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E11.3  Upon request from the Contract Administrator, the Contractor shall provide records
demonstrating that the Site has been maintained.

E11.4  Furtherto E11.1(c) and E11.1(d) the Contractor shall make arrangements with the Traffic
Services Branch of the City of Winnipeg to reinstall the permanent regulatory signs after the
Contract Work is complete. At this time the Contractor shall make arrangements to drop off the
stockpiled materials to Traffic Services at 495 Archibald Street.

E11.5 Any changes to the approved traffic management plan must be submitted to the Contract
Administrator a minimum of (five) 5 Working Days prior to the required change for approval.

E11.6 If the Contract Administrator determines that the Contractor is not performing Traffic Control in

accordance with this specification, Traffic Services Branch may be engaged to perform the
Traffic Control. In this event the Contractor shall bear the costs associated charged to the
project by the Traffic Services Branch of the City of Winnipeg in connection with the required
Works undertaken by the Contractor.

F1. SECURITY CLEARANCE

F1.1 Each individual proposed to perform the following portions of the Work:
(&) any Work on private property;
(b) any Work within City facilities other than:
(i) an underground structure such as a manhole;

F1.1.1 Each Individual shall be required to obtain a Police Information Check from the police
service having jurisdiction at their place of residence. Or

F1.2 Prior to the award of Contact, and during the term of the Contract if additional or replacement
individuals are proposed to perform Work, the Contractor shall supply the Contract
Administrator with a Police Information Check obtained not earlier than one (1) year prior to the
Submission Deadline, or a certified true copy thereof, for each individual proposed to perform
such Work.

F1.3 Any individual for whom a Police Information Check is not provided, or for whom a Police
Information Check indicates any convictions or pending charges related to property offences or
crimes against another person will not be permitted to perform any Work specified in F1.1.

F1.4 Any Police Information Check obtained thereby will be deemed valid for the duration of the
Contract subject to a repeated records search as hereinafter specified.

F1.5 Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at their
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require an updated Police Information Check. Any
individual who fails to provide a satisfactory Police Information Check as a result of a repeated
Police Information Check will not be permitted to continue to perform any Work specified in
F1.1.
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
