SUBMISSION DEADLINE
The Submission Deadline is 4:00 p.m. Winnipeg time, May 3, 2024.

The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1.

SITE INVESTIGATION
Further to C3.1, the Bidder may view the Site without making an appointment.

The Bidder is advised that they shall make themselves aware of the locations and planting site
types of trees to be maintained. In general, the trunk diameters of the trees are between 5 and
20 cm.

The Contractor, prior to bid submission, should investigate the type and location of water supply
available, as to be cognizant of the maintenance costs necessary to carry out the contract
maintenance conditions.

For the Bidder’s convenience, a map displaying the boundaries of the area where trees are to
be maintained is attached in E11.

ENQUIRIES
All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D5.1.

If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Tender, or is unsure of the meaning
or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract Administrator of
the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission
Deadline.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a
correction to or a clarification of the Tender will be provided by the Contract Administrator to all
Bidders by issuing an addendum.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not
require a correction to or a clarification of the Tender will be provided by the Contract
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry.

The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to
B4 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(&) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to
determine the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal
or alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the
same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the
substitute will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be
similar in substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing

the same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in their
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal’ or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders.

B18. AWARD OF CONTRACT

B18.1  The City will give notice of the award of the Contract, or will give notice that no award will be
made.

B18.2  The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the
Bidders are determined to be qualified, and the Bids are determined to be responsive.

B18.2.1 Without limiting the generality of B18.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract
where:

(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work;
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past;

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a
significant portion thereof, with their own forces;

(d) only one Bid is received; or

(e) inthe judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served
by not awarding a Contract.
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B18.3  Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the qualified
Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid in accordance with B17.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

In addition to the General Conditions for Supply of Services, these Supplemental Conditions are
applicable to the Work of the Contract.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of furnishing all labour, supervision,
equipment, materials, and expertise necessary for tree maintenance and removal services in
the City of Winnipeg Downtown, for the period from Date of Award until December 31, 2024,
with the option of two (2) mutually agreed upon one (1) year extensions.

The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)
Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on January 1 of the
respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative
procurement initiatives with other levels of government. Accordingly, extensions to this
Contract may not be exercised.

The major components of the Work are as follows:

(@) Contractor shall perform regular Maintenance Cycles on predetermined trees, and
pruning or removal Tree Services on specified trees on an “as required” basis, as
directed, within the Downtown.

(b)  Maintenance Cycle activities to be applied to individually specified trees according to E2
and shall include:

(a) Initial round of watering to flush the soil and spray down the crown of trees in spring
before the plants bud out;

(b) Watering trees with a minimum of twenty (20) litres per tree per Maintenance Cycle
during extended periods of dry weather as directed by the Contract Administrator or
designate.

(c) Removal of weeds and debris from the area around the base of the tree.

MANITOBA HYDRO ADDITIONAL PRECAUTIONS

A qualified Manitoba Hydro Customer Service Centre Power Line Technician or designate is
responsible for evaluating whether the conductor is in suitable condition for the application of
the cover-up

If the Contractor’s personnel are to be involved in the moving of the cover-up within the span by
means of the tag line, instruction(s) must be given to the Contractor’s personnel by Manitoba
Hydro’s personnel on the precautions to be taken regarding excessive force being employed in
pulling the conductors down or in a sideways motion.

Manitoba Hydro and the City reserve the right to impose additional restrictions on the Limits of
Approach requirements which may include, but are not restricted to worker qualifications,
experience, qualified Manitoba Hydro Safety Watcher and any other requirements deemed
necessary to ensure worker and system safety.

Any violations to safety protocol while performing Work within the limits of approach may result
in a Stop Work Order being issued by Manitoba Hydro and the suspension of the individual UTT
from performing Work on Manitoba Hydro’s electrical system and assets.

GENERAL

El. APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS

El.1l These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

E1l.2 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B7. In every instance where a brand
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or
approved alternatives in accordance with B7.

E2. MAINTENANCE CYCLE: WASHING, WATERING, AND MULCHING TREES

E2.1 The Contractor shall provide Maintenance Cycles, which include tree washing, watering,
weeding/site cleaning and mulching services in accordance with the requirements hereinafter
specified. As part of planning to execute the Work the Contractor:

(@)  Shall program the timing of operations to plant growth, weather conditions and use of the
site;

(b)  Shall conduct each operation continuously and in accordance with E8.5;

(c)  Shall store equipment and materials off-site;

(d)  Shall dispose of debris or excess material on a daily basis.

() Maintenance requirements are a minimum standard and shall be followed unless
otherwise directed by the Contract Administrator.

(i) If unattended ash species wood material is found at the Contractor’s work site,
the Contractor will be required to pay a $200 fee per incident to the City.

SAFETY AND BY-LAWS

The Contractor shall comply with all Federal and Provincial laws and regulations and all City of
Winnipeg by-laws. This shall include, but not be limited to, all aspects of the Manitoba
Workplace Health and Safety Act and laws/by-laws affecting streets, safety, hours of work,
noise, street blockage, correct use of signage and line clearance regulations of Manitoba Hydro,
BELL-MTS and SHAW.

The Contractor shall be aware of all locations in the Work area where overhead utility lines may
be a factor in the required tree removal of pruning Work.

The Contractor shall repair any damage resulting from the Work including, but not limited to,
damage to turf, others trees, gardens, walkways, fences, etc. and shall report all damage
immediately to the owner and the Contract Administrator or designate.

LOCATION AND SCHEDULE OF WORK

The Contractor shall not begin Work under this Contract prior to a pre-construction meeting
being scheduled and held between representatives of the Contractor and the Contract
Administrator.

The Contractor shall be advised of the exact Work Site locations from the Contract
Administrator or designate. All Work on the Site shall be completed prior to the commencement
of any further Work being given.

The City reserves the right to add or delete locations, within the Downtown of the City, or alter
the type and/or quantity of Work performed at any location as required by changes in its
operations during the term of the Contract.

The Contractor’'s operations shall be limited to the minimum encroachment on private properties
necessary for undertaking the Work and he shall be responsible for all damage resulting from
his Work on or over private property. The Contractor shall take such measures as are
necessary to ensure safe and convenient pedestrian ingress and egress are maintained to
residences.
