Add:	E2.3: Specifications of Ground Mats

E2.3.1	Dimensions and Material:

Ground mats must be constructed from high-density polyethylene (HDPE) or an equivalent material.

Each mat should have minimum dimensions of 2.44 meters by 4.27 meters (8 feet by 14 feet) and a thickness of 50 millimetres (2 inches).

E2.3.2	Load Capacity:

Ground mats must be rated for a load capacity of at least 80 tonnes, suitable for machinery use in landfill environments.

E2.3.3	Interlocking System:

Mats must feature an interlocking system to ensure secure connections under heavy loads and prevent displacement during use.

E2.3.4	Environmental Resistance:

The mats must be resistant to UV exposure, chemicals, and general environmental degradation, ensuring durability for long-term outdoor use.

E2.3.5	Recyclability:

Ground mats should be made from recyclable materials and have the potential for recycling at the end of their lifecycle, aligning with environmental sustainability goals.
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
