Construction Start Date:  Week of May 30th, 2022 
Duration:    Approximately six(6) weeks, weather permitting 
 
Scope of Work 
The work will include milling of existing asphalt, concrete pavement repairs, installation of catch pits, 
adjustment manholes/catch basins, renewal of existing curb, sidewalk renewal where required, boulevard 
restoration and asphalt overlay. 
 
Traffic and Access Management 
One lane of two-way traffic will be maintained for most of the construction but will require full closure to thru 
traffic for short portions of the work.  On-street parking will be prohibited during construction and pedestrian 
access to all residences and businesses will be maintained.  Access to Sweetwood Bay will be maintained. 
 
Additional Information 
Garbage and Recycling will continue to be picked up at the regular times and location.  We ask that you 
continue to place your bins out on collection day.  The contractor will relocate the bins for collection as 
needed.  Please mark your address on the bins so our crews can return them to the correct address. 
 
We recognize that this project will cause some inconvenience and disruption and we thank you for your 
understanding and patience during construction.
