DOWNTOWN BIKE LANE SYSTEM

Connecting The Forks to the Exchange District

(Fort St., Garry St. & The Forks to Assiniboine connection)

In September 2015, the City of Winnipeg initiated a public engagement process to receive
input on the Downtown Bike Lane System Study. This study will explore and create a design
for Protected Bicycle Lanes on Fort Street and/or Garry Street; and design and construct a

signalized pedestrian/cycling crossing of Main Street in the vicinity of Assiniboine Avenue.



Garry Street & Fort Street Design Options

SHARED ATTRIBUTES

» Left side cycling lanes are appropriate for one-way streets as there is no conflict with transit stops
and good visibility for motorists

* Bump-outs at intersections reduce street crossing distance for pedestrians
* Approximately 25% of total on-street parking stalls and loading spaces are converted to improve
« Buffer separation eliminates dooring issue sight lines for all users and vehicle capacity at intersections

* Street renewal will rehabilitate the road surface and improve the pedestrian environment * Improves emergency access on Garry St. south of Broadway
